Scene Size-Up
	· Determines scene is safe

Primary Assessment

	· Assesses ABCDs (one point for verbalizing each and noting that you would intervene for each if necessary)

	· Determines chief complaint and confirms NOI /MOI

	· Confirms and monitors LOR (AVPU or GCS)

	· Calls for transport, equipment, and/or EMS as necessary

Secondary Assessment 
	· Performs detailed head-to-toe physical assessment (DCAP-BTLS)

	· Obtains SAMPLE from patient and/or witness

	· Obtains baseline vitals

Assessing Pulse 
	· Locates radial pulse (for child < 8 YOA, locate brachial pulse). Locates carotid pulse for unresponsive patient.

	· Notes quality of pulse (strength/regularity)

	· Notes and verbalizes rate, acknowledges if pulse is WNL (within normal limits)

Assessing Respiration Rate 
	· Determines if patient can speak in complete sentences
	1
	
	

	· Looks for chest rise and fall (on unresponsive patient, places hand on patient’s chest or listen at mouth for respirations)

	· Assesses respirations for rhythm, depth, effort and noise
	2

	· Counts number of breaths for 30 seconds while pretending to check pulse, determines if patient’s breathing is WNL (12–20 bpm adult) (14–24 bpm child) (20-30 bpm infant)

Assessing Pupils 
	· Notes initial size/shape as patient stares at examiners forehead (PERRL)

	· Shines a light into one eye, noting reaction/size of pupil
	1
	
	

	· Shines light again into first eye noting the reaction/size of second eye
	1
	
	

	· Shines light into second eye, noting the reaction/size of pupil
	1
	
	

	· Shines light again into second eye noting the reaction/size of       first eye

	· Acknowledges if reactions are WNL

Secondary Assessment
	· Prepares patient for transport, provides O2/treats for shock if needed

Shock Management
	· Assesses and manages ABCDs as necessary

	· Recognizes that the patient is showing signs/symptoms of shock

	· Verbalizes the application of high flow 02

	· Initiates steps to prevent heat loss from the patient (verbalize)

	· Properly positions the patient with the head lower than the feet (unless there is suspected head trauma)

	· Prepares for rapid transport, monitors vital signs every 3-5 minutes (verbalize)
